	Draw a map of an important place in the story. Why is this place important to the characters in the story? Be sure to label your map generously.
	Make a timeline that shows the changes in the setting of the story. Label your timeline so that viewers will understand your ideas. 
	Create a way to compare the setting of this story to a place you have visited. How are they alike? How are the different?

	Pretend that you are Aesop. Write and illustrate a moral for this story. Can you think of more than one?
	Interview a main character from the story to find out what he or she learned from what happened in the story.
	Change one part of this story and show how it affects the whole story.
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
